Michigan has experienced the most ice jam flooding events, the highest damage impact due to flooding and freezing, and the longest lasting jams causing flooding.  The mid January weather conditions; frigid temperatures, followed by mild temperatures and then sub zero temperatures again, caused the ice to break, move and then freeze up.  The Grand River experienced flood causing jams in 5 different locations between Jan 18-22, 2005.  The worst jam is located at Robinson Township. The Grand River has been above flood stage since 18 Jan.  NWS 8 AM stage for Robinson Township 9 Feb was 14.2 feet and slowly rising.  Flood stage is 13.3 ft.  Fifty homes were evacuated on January 18; of those it has since been determined that 13 were completely destroyed, 19 sustained major damage, and 16 with minor damage, as well as damage to four businesses.  The stage dropped to 13.2 ft, 6 PM Sat 12 Feb, after having been above flood stage for nearly one month. However, up to one inch of rain fell in the area 13-14 Feb. That runoff, combined with the jam which still is in place, is expected to bring levels near or above flood stage once again by Wed 16 Feb.
